All competitors must have hats and body protectors that must comply to the Pony Club 2020 Rules
Hats and body protectors will be checked Any competitor not wearing a hat and body protector that
comply with the current Pony Club standards will NOT be able to compete. It is the responsibility of
every competitor to ensure their hat and body protector comply with The Pony Club 2020 Rules

Legal Liability: Save for the death or personal injury caused by the negligence of the organisers, or anyone for
whom they are in law responsible, neither the organisers of this event or The Pony Club nor any agent,
employee or representative of these bodies, nor the landlord or his tenant, accepts any liability for any accident,
loss, damage, injury or illness to horses, owners, riders, spectators, land, cars, their contents and accessories, or
any other person or property whatsoever, caused by their negligence, breach of contract or in any other way
whatsoever.

Those attending have to have had, as a minimum, their First and Second Primary Equine Inflenza Vaccinations and, where
appropriate, their first booster. Thereafter their annual booster correctly administered on the correct date.

To make sure your vaccinations comply, check with your vet or download the ‘EquiBioSafe’ App

PASSPORTS WILL BE RANDOMLY CHECKED.

IF YOU DO NOT COMPLY YOU WILL NOT BE ABLE TO COMPETE AND THERE WILL BE NO
REFUND.

NO HORSES MAY GO ON THE POINT TO POINT COURSE

No horse may compete more than once in each class

No horses or ponies must be left unaccompanied at any time.

Horseboxes with gas cookers/rings must be used with caution, entirely at the owner’s risk.
No person may sit on, or climb, any jump or fence.
